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Plans for Carlisle’s new Extra Care Scheme to be discussed at Neighbourhood Forum 
 
John Clasper, Director of Operations at Eden Housing Association (EHA) will be attending the 
Belle Vue Neighbourhood Forum on Monday 16th February to present plans and discuss details of 
the new Heysham Extra Care Village in the Belle Vue ward of Carlisle. The scheme which will see 
over £9 million of investment made, has £4.7 million funding from the Department of Health and 
will create 60 homes for outright sale, shared ownership and rent and is aimed at maintaining 
choice and independence for predominantly local people with some care and support 
requirements.  Primarily the newly built accommodation will provide homes for the age group 55 + 
but also younger people with disabilities. In total, it will create homes for almost 200 people. 
 
The Heysham Extra Care village is one of 25 schemes in the UK to benefit from an £80 million 
budget for Extra Care housing and the EHA presentation will explain what Extra Care involves, how 
the scheme fits with other local investment priorities and what it will look like. 
 
On show will be the  current site plans and internal and external drawings from Architects Day 
Cummins and John Clasper will explain how the development will proceed. John said “This is a 
great opportunity for residents and interested parties to find out first hand what is planned for the 
Extra Care Village. As the first of its kind in Cumbria it is very important to get this scheme right. 
We are working in partnership with a number of different groups and individuals to make sure 
Heysham Extra Care village creates homes and care and support services for local people.” 
 
With 9/10 Britons preferring to stay at home in older age, people want to remain independent with 
a range of support and care of their choice. This new scheme allows residents to access a range of 
services on site and will provide great peace of mind for residents, families and friends. The Extra 
Care Village is a vital part of the regeneration in the area, creating a mixed tenure estate with 
services to cater for the needs of the new community. 
 
Spearheading the development are Cumbria County Council, the Cumbria Primary Care Trust, 
Carlisle City Council, and developers Eden Housing Association who jointly made the successful 
application to the Department of Health for the £4.7 million funding for construction costs. There 
are many other key partners who will develop services to meet the needs of the people who will 
live there. 
 
The scheme already has outline planning permission and subject to final approval, work is planned 
to start in July this year with completion of the properties planned for early 2011.  
 
The Forum meeting will take place at Raffles Community Church, Shadygrove Road at 2pm on 
Monday 16th February.     
 
The Forum is an ideal opportunity for local people to get 
involved in issues affecting the area and to get 
information about local services. Local Councillors and 
police will also be attending so local people have a real 
chance to find out about other opportunities in the local 
area.
